Selection of the quarry location was important to Trans-
it Mix to assure an inconspicuous setting outside the
city limits. Much of the surrounding area is undevel-
oped. When operating, the quarry site will be out of
sight of neighbors and passing motorists. Over the
long term life of the quarry, great care will be taken to
preserve the viewscapes from surrounding areas.

Regard for the Environment

Transit Mix& planning process includes detailed site
studies which thus far have found no impact to threat-
ened or endangered animal or plant species and no
meaningful impact to archeological sites. Additional
studies of groundwater, storm water runoff, noise, dust
and air emissions are underway. Storm water runoff will
be contained and managed to minimize impact to wa-
tersheds.
